Copyright infringement is a violation of the right$ a copyright holder, when material whose useestricted by copyright is used without
consent. Plagiarism, in contrast, is concerned tithunearned increment to the plagiarizing auheputationthat is achieved through false
claims of authorship. Thus, plagiarism is considexenoral offense against the plagiarist's audiéfoceexample, a reader, listener, or teacher).
Plagiarism is also considered a moral offense agaimyone who has provided the plagiarist with mefiein exchange for what is specifically
supposed to be original content (for example, tlagiarist's publisher, employer, or teacher). Intsaases, acts of plagiarism may sometimes

also form part of a claim fdsreachof the plagiarist's contract, or, if done knowingbr acivil wrong.

d Yale views plagiarism as the "... use of anothedsk, words, or ideas without attribution," whiahcludes "... using a source's language
without quoting, using information from a sourcethmiut attribution, and paraphrasing a source imranfthat stays too close to the
original."2&!

d Princeton perceives plagiarism as the "deliberat® of "someone else's language, ideas, or othgnalr (not common-knowledge)
material without acknowledging its souré&

d Oxford College of Emory University characterizeagifirism as the use of "a writer's ideas or phiaggavithout giving due credit2!

d Brown defines plagiarism as "... appropriating &eotperson's ideas or words (spoken or writterfauit attributing those word or ideas to

their true sourcel!

Since journalism relies on the public trust, a régaés failure to honestly acknowledge their sosraadercuts a newspaper or television news
show's integrity and undermines its credibilityudmlists accused of plagiarism are often suspefrdedtheir reporting tasks while the charges

are being investigated by the news organizatn.

The ease with which electronic text can be repredutom online sources has lured a number of repwinto acts of plagiarism. Journalists

have been caught "copying and pasting" articlestexidfrom a number of websitg&tionneed

In the academic world, plagiarism by students isallg considered a very serious offense that canlrén punishments such as a failing grade
on the particular assignment, the entire courseyen being expelled from the institution. Gengrate punishment increases as a person enters
higher institutions of learning. For cases of repéalagiarism, or for cases in which a student miis1severe plagiarism (e.g., submitting a
copied piece of writing as original work), suspensbrexpulsionis likely22 A plagiarism tariff has been devised for UK highestucation

Self-plagiarism

Self-plagiarism (also known as "recycling frad#®) is the reuse of significant, identical, or neadgntical portions of
one's own work without acknowledging that one indoso or without citing the original work. Artideof this nature are often referred to as
duplicate omultiple publication In addition there can be a copyright issue ifye@ht of the prior work has been transferred tother entity.
Typically, self-plagiarism is only considered aises ethical issue in settings where someone asd®t a publication consist of new material,
such as in publishing or factual documentafrit does not apply to public-interest texts, sushsacial, professional, and cultural opinions
usually published in newspapers and magazines.

In academic fields, self-plagiarism occurs wheraathor reuses portions of his own published angrigipted work in subsequent publications,
but without attributing the previous publicati6f.Identifying self-plagiarism is often difficult banse limited reuse of material is accepted both
legally (asfair usd and ethically?®!

It is common for university researchers to rephraseé republish their own work, tailoring it for fifent academic journals and newspaper
articles, to disseminate their work to the widessgible interested public. However, these reseeschlso obey limits: If half an article is the
same as a previous one, it is usually rejected. @rike functions of the process mder reviewin academic writing is to prevent this type of
"recycling" [dtation need

Self-plagiarism occurs when a student reuses eotiparts of his/her own work that was previousgessed for academic credit and submits it
as part of another work without providing propekrmwledgement of this fact. Some university regata address the issue of self-plagiarism

in their university handbooks. For example, the &t&pent of English at the University of Bristol has undergraduate handbook with a section

calledAdvice on study skills. The following quote is an extract from their handk (2005).



“The Department will also regard, for assessmenp@ses, the re-use of your own essays as ‘selfgpiag’. While you may return to the same
subjects or works in essays for different unitswihin a unit, to avoid self-plagiarism you musitonly avoid the verbatim or near-verbatim re-
use of previously submitted essays in part or whulé also ensure that your return to the sameestspr works involves a rethinking of your

ideas. Self-plagiarism is also a serious disciplimaatter.”

The concept of self-plagiarism

The concept of "self-plagiarism” has been challeragbeing self-contradictory, arymoron® and on other ground®!

For example, Stephanie J. Bifiargues that self-plagiarism is a misnomer, sincddfinition plagiarism concerns the use of othevaterial.
However, the phrase is used to refer to specifimfoof unethical publication. Bird identifies thehieal issues of "self-plagiarism" as those of
"dual or redundant publication." She also notesithan educational context, "self-plagiarism" refeo the case of a student who resubmits "the
same essay for credit in two different courses.DAsid B. Resnik clarifies, "Self-plagiarism invels dishonesty but not intellectual thé¥"
According to Patrick M. Scanl&d

"Self-plagiarism" is a term with some specializenrency. Most prominently, it is used in discussi@f research and publishing integrity in
biomedicine, where heavy publish-or-perish demamade led to a rash of duplicate and "salami-slitimgblication, the reporting of a single
study's results inl€ast publishable unitsvithin multiple articles (Blancett, Flanagin, &Ying, 1995; Jefferson, 1998; Kassirer & Angell, 3,99
Lowe, 2003; McCarthy, 1993; Schein & Paladugu, 200heeler, 1989). Roig (2002) offers a useful dfastion system including four types
of self-plagiarism: duplicate publication of anielg in more than one journal; partitioning of ostedy into multiple publications, often called
salami-slicing; text recycling; and copyright imfgement.

Self-plagiarism and codes of ethics

Other organizations do not make specific refereacelf-plagiarism:
The American Political Science Association (APSAplshed a code of ethics that describes plagiagasmi...deliberate appropriation of the
works of others represented as one's own." It d@¢snake any reference to self-plagiarism. It dseg that when a thesis or dissertation is
published "in whole or in part", the author is "motinarily under an ethical obligation to acknosge its origins¢!
The American Society for Public Administration (A&Ppublished a code of ethics that says its memascommitted to: "Ensure that others
receive credit for their work and contributionsuyit it makes no reference to self-plagiaridfh.
Factorsthat justify reuse
Pamela Samuelsprin 1994, identified several factors she says sacteuse of one's previously published work, thakemit not self-
plagiarism?® She relates each of these factors specificalhéoethical issue of self-plagiarism, as distironf the legal issue of fair use of
copyright, which she deals with separately. Amotigeo factors that may excuse reuse of previoushfiploed material Samuelson lists the
following:

1. The previous work must be restated to lay the gideumk for a new contribution in the second work.

2. Portions of the previous work must be repeatecetd dith new evidence or arguments.

3. The audience for each work is so different thatlighing the same work in different places is neagsto get the message out.



4. The author thinks they said it so well the firsbd that it makes no sense to say it differentlge@oad time.
Samuelson states she has relied on the "diffenedience" rationale when attempting to bridge inmiglinary communities. She refers to
writing for different legal and technical commuegj saying: "there are often paragraphs or seqeesfcparagraphs that can be bodily lifted
from one article to the other. And, in truth, klihem." She refers to her own practice of conmgrtia technical article into a law review article
with relatively few changes—adding footnotes and enbstantive section” for a different audiefge.
Samuelson describes misrepresentation as the dfasé#-plagiarisn?® She also states "Although it seems not to hava k&ised in any of the
self-plagiarism cases, copyrights law's fair uséenige would likely provide a shield against manyeptial publisher claims of copyright

infringement against authors who reused portiortaeif previous works2!
