NCF 2005 on Peace Education
NCERT’s National Curriculum Framework 2005 proposes the integration of peace education and the building of peace-seeking mindsets across the entire curriculum, not just in a weekly ‘moral science’ class.

NCF 2005 recommends varying approaches to different subjects, curriculum, teaching methods and examination. With regard to peace education, the NCF recommends creating an environment that builds sensitivity to others’ cultures, perspectives and rights, clearly stating that education must be oriented towards values associated with “peaceful and harmonious coexistence” (NCF 2005: 9). There is also a strong emphasis on reorienting education, so that it does not merely lay down the rules for ethical conduct but also nurtures the need to reason, understand and make informed choices.

Meaning of Peace Education

Peace education is education of man (humanity). It is manifestation of seeds of integral culture of body, vitality, mind, intellect and spirit. These elements constitute every man and woman without any discrimination of race, caste, creed, language, nationality and other differences. And this education would continue perpetually till the end of life of every man and woman unfolding integrally the treasure of physical, vital, mental, intellectual and spiritual cultures within leading them to be just, peaceful and nonviolent

Aims of Peace Education

In the past, peace education centered on the causes of war, an issue that grew as nations developed the capacity of destroying the whole human race many times over. But today the scope of peace education includes not only the causes, the nature, and the terrible consequences of war but also the study of violence in all forms. Such forms of violence include conflict, threat to life, ethnic hatred, discrimination, prejudice, racism, injustice, genocide, poverty, violence in the home and family, destruction of the environment, and so forth. A basic aim of peace education is to save humankind from destroying a large portion or all of itself. Once we become aware of our suicidal behavior, peace education points out to us the alternatives that can gradually slow down and stop this mad rush. As H.G. Wells put it, human beings are embarked upon "a race between education and catastrophe." More and more countries are waking up to the need, and international organizations such as the United Nations Educational Scientific and Cultural Organization continue to promote peace education. It is the job of education for peace to help us make wise choices of what is right or wrong, good or bad. A basic difference between peace education and traditional values education or character education or moral education is the focused aim of peace education toward which these values are learned and practiced
Peace Education and Its Co-disciplines
Peace education is broadly defined as the educational policy, planning, pedagogy, and practice that develop awareness, skills, and values toward peace. Peace education is comprised of multiple subfields such as global security and human rights education, have often developed in their own right and hence are referred to here as ‘‘co-disciplines’’ of peace education. One such field is environmental education.
Peace education may serve as the nucleus, but each co-discipline interlinks and interconnects with others directly. For example, teaching about nuclear disarmament not only works toward peace, but it also requires resolving conflicts and engaging in mediation efforts. Similarly, both co-disciplines affect and are affected by ecological and environmental factors. The conceptual framework presented in Figure 1 has its roots in literature on peace and ecological education.

Connections between Peace Education, Environmental education, Futures Education

‘Futures education’ has much in common with other areas of educational innovation, such as peace education and environmental education. Futures education is concerned with encouraging deeper forms of learning that are open to diverse knowledge traditions and which welcome cross-cultural and inter-civilisational dialogue. Futures education as a necessary component of education for a culture of social and ecological peace. If we are genuinely concerned with working toward better futures rather than accepting our feared futures as inexorable, both enhanced cross-disciplinary and cross-cultural dialogue are likely to be important. To seek to educate for cultures of social and ecological peace, invites active participation in the present in building better futures

Fostering Peace Education

Implementing peace education can be achieved in the following ways:

· Using topics that raise issues related to peace and cultural understanding in our classrooms.  This helps teachers to accord students the basic information to help them develop positive attitudes and values related to peaceful living; and
· Engaging in activities that encourage cooperation, consensus building and reflective listening gives students skills they need to meet and resolve conflicts

 Issues and problems related to the topics related to conflicts will undoubtedly provide opportunities for pupils and students to develop conflict solving and critical thinking skills alongside language skills to express themselves clearly and convincingly.  At the center point of all this, is the desire to make learners negate their inbuilt biases against other groups.

Need for value-based Education in 21st Century
A worthwhile education should target the total development of learner's personality. But in the present system emphasis has given to transmission of knowledge and cultivation of occupational skills. This has created a moral vacuum in the life of the individual. Inculcation of desirable values in the upcoming generation is felt essential for finding out answers to so many problems that humanity face today. 
The need for value-based education is clear from the following points: 

· It will help in developing positive social attitudes in new generation which prompt them to raise their voice against social evils. 

· Meaningful education aims at the all-round development of the learner. The optimal development of the moral, spiritual and aesthetic aspects of personality needs enrichment and refinement in the form of value education. 

· The humanizing role of the educational process is played by the value-based education. 

· The harmonious co-existence of different ideologies in society requires respect for moral and ethical values. Value education inculcates these virtues in a systematic manner. 

· The need for value education is constantly increasing as we continue to witness increasing violent activities, behavioral disorder and lack of unity in society. 

· Value education is essential for developing democratic qualities such as dignity of the individual, social justice, liberty, equality, fraternity etc.

· Values education can strengthen students' self esteem, optimism and commitment to personal fulfillment, and help students exercise ethical judgment and social responsibility. 

· Effective values education in schools and colleges will help students to understand and apply values such as care and compassion, doing your best, fair go, freedom, honesty and trustworthiness, integrity, respect, responsibility, understanding, tolerance etc. in their daily life 

· Value education will help the individual to resolve value conflicts and fix the standard of his behavior. 
· Value education is needed to give direction to one's social, moral and spiritual development, thus to bring quality to life. 
· Value oriented education is needed to promote individual and social welfare, love, peace, goodwill and understanding. 
· Value-based education is needed for developing moral qualities such as humility, truthfulness, honesty, courtesy, tolerance, sacrifice etc. among the youth.
· Values are the greatest unifying force in life. Inculcation of these values through education is the necessity of the hour to check the disintegration of social relations. 
· Value education is needed to strengthen social harmony, to encourage cultural development, to instill democratic qualities and to combat social evils and injustice. 
Value-based education inculcates sense of cooperation and fellow-feeling among people. Only value education would lead us to attain our ultimate goal of peace on earth.
Conclusion
The tendency to stress upon cognitive or intellectual development of the child/person at the cost of her emotional and moral development has a huge social consequence.
